I am writing to You to draw Your attention to the case of Fatima Hussein al-Badi who is facing the sentence of death convicted after an unfair trial. Therefore I ask You to
· commute the death sentence against Fatima Hussein al-Badi;
· ensure that all defendants facing the death penalty are tried in accordance with international standards for fair trial, including ensuring that all defendants have access to legal representation and adequate time and facilities to prepare a defence;

· ensure that all defendants facing the death penalty are granted the opportunity to appeal the verdict and sentence and the right to seek pardon or commutation of the sentence;

· restrict the scope of the death penalty and work towards its abolition: while governments have the right and responsibility to bring to justice those responsible for criminal offences, the death penalty is the ultimate violation of the right to life;

· commute all outstanding death sentences and refrain from imposing new death sentences pending abolition of the death penalty.
