I am writing to You to draw Your attention to the case of Samar Sa'ad 'Abdullah who has been sentenced to death for a murder that she claims she didn’t commit. According to Ms. Abdullah she confessed to the murder only because she had suffered torture at the hands of the police. Therefore I urge You not to carry out the death sentence imposed on Samar Sa'ad 'Abdullah and ask You to ensure an investigation of the allegations of torture against her and hold anyone found responsible accountable.
I also call on You to commute all the death sentences that have been passed since August 2004 and immediately impose a moratorium on executions as a key step towards the abolition of the death penalty.
