Please allow me to express my concern about Suliamon Olyfemi, a Nigerian national, who is at risk of imminent execution in Saudi Arabia following an unfair trial.

He was detained during the mass arrest of African nationals in September 2002 after a policeman died in an alleged dispute with migrant workers. Olyfemi has always maintained his innocence.

After his arrest Olyfemi was made to put his fingerprints on documents written in Arabic, a language he could not understand. There is a possibility that the fingerprints served as a signature and were used against him in his trial. The trail was conducted in Arabic, no translation was provided. Olyfemi was not given any legal representation and in 2004 he was sentenced to death. Olyfemi’s death sentence is said to be upheld by the Supreme Judicial Court. Therefore he has exhausted all levels of appeal and could be executed at any time.

I urge you to commute Suliamon Olyfemi’s death sentence.

I am confident of your good will and sense of justice.
